It is also an increasingly interdependent site for the
development and application of formal antbrmal rules that shape common narratives, a
space in which ideologies compete and forge allegiances that ultimately determine the
persistence of governments and nations themselves, and an arena where imagery becomes
a supplement or substitute for force.
