and accused the Congress
government of misusing the
administrative machinery.

“BEOs and DDPIs were
misused.

JD(S) workers accused
Yeshwanthpur BJP MLA S
T Somashekhar of working
against Ranganath. “The
Yeshwanthpur constituen-
cy, which covers Bangalore
University, has more voters,”
a JD(S) worker said. Ahead
of the polls, JD(S) had filed a
complaint against Puttanna
for allegedly trying to lure
voters with gifts.

Ranganath fought against
Puttanna earlier, too, and lost
by 1,800 votes. The constitu-
ency always witnessed a BJP
versus JD(S) fight.
