BENGALURU: With the
Central government
formulating new  labour

codes that allow a three-day
weekend with a four-day
work week, many corporate
and private-sector employees
are  sceptical about the
number of working hours.
"Because people are already
working from home, they are
already working 10-12 hours
every day. If that continues,
they will not feel any
difference," an IT employee
who did not wish to be
named told The Beacon.
"They are prone to wasting
time and roaming around in
the house, and compensating
for that by working more
hours just does not seem
ideal,” he added.
