A complaint from the Bruhat
Bengaluru Mahanagara Pa-
like (BBMP) Pourakarmikara
Sangha, has been submitted
to the chief commissioner
and the Joint Commissioner
of BBMP, on Tuesday, de-
manding immediate action to
be taken for the provision of
homes and temporary shel-
ters.

The heavy rainfall from
Monday evening to -early
Tuesday near Brookfield,
BBMP Ward No. 85, sub-
merged more than 120 tents
in the Pourakarmikara col-
ony, leaving the children,
elderly and women to take
shelter in the nearby temple.
The water started entering the
colony from the primary wa-
ter canal in the middle of the
night and the labourers and
their families could not save
any of their belongings.

Due to heavy rain that had
poured in the past weeks
along with the water released
from the close by apartments,
the canal was filled with ex-
cess water and thus started
flooding.

The people have been shel-
tering in the colony for de-
cades, but still, they do not
have any proper basic ameni-
ties like toilets, drinking wa-
ter facilities, electricity con-
nections, drainage systems
and roads and are living in
an unhygienic environment.
Their houses were built from
tin sheds and tents with tar-
paulins. Though they have
complained about all the is-
sues several times, no action
was taken.

There is a rise in the number
of incidences of rape on wom-
en of all age groups revealed
latest NCRB 2021 report.
According to the 2020 re-
port, the total number of vic-
tims including women and
girl children was 28153, out

of which the cases involving
girl child victims were 2655.
Whereas according to the
2021 report, the total num-
ber of rape victims has risen
to 31878, out of which 9.5%,
3038 victims are children.
Rajasthan stands at the first
position with 1453 girl child
rape victims, followed by

Andhra Pradesh with 614 girl
child victims and Jharkhand
with 295 girl child victims.
“The impact of sexual abuse
is different for different age
groups children. The younger
the child, deeper the impact
will be. The trauma might
affect their academic, emo-
tional and mental state. The

things associated with their
abuse experience might be
the trigger for their anxiety
and anger. In these instances,
the child has to be treated, if
not it might lead to adverse
effects on the behaviour,”
said Gayatri Swaminathan, a
child psychologist.

She further added that these
