Journalists are non-ideological in the sense

that they do not report the news according to

an ideological perspective that is consciously

shaped by the members of the profession.

Therefore, the natural place to find newsworthy

sources will be in the power structure of society

because journalists see the current political-

economic system as a naturally occurring state

of affairs. News sources, then, are drawn from

the existing power structure; therefore,

news tends to support the status quo. But

journalists do not set out to consciously report

the news so that the current socio-economic
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system is maintained. The selection of news

events and news sources flows naturally from

news professionalism. This does not mean

that judgments do not change, not does it

mean that journalists do not differ in their

judgments, but differences are worked out

within a specific frame of reference, namely,

that of the prevailing norms of news

professionalism. Furthermore, news judgment

requires that journalists share assumptions

about what isnormal in society, since an

event’s newsworthiness is related to its

departure from what is considered to be

normal. By concentrating on the deviant, the

odd and the unusual, journalists implicitly

support the norms and values of society.

While the news selection and presentation of

news events and sources are determined by

news professionalism, the news organization

for which a journalist works will also influence

this process. For instance, in an effort to

maximize its return on its economic

investment, the news organization routinizes

news coverage through the establishment of

news beats. The choice of beats results from

the interplay of news professionalism and the

resources of the news organization. News

professionalism will determine the legitimacy

and value of news beats, but the news

organization, through its control over the news

department’s budget, will determine the

number of beats that can be covered. News

professionalism identifies more legitimate

news beats than can be covered by journalists.

In addition to specifying norms of behavior

for journalists, news professionalism

establishes a reward for journalists. That is,

journalists will look to their profession for

recognition of professional success. However,

a reward system that is determined by criteria

outside direct management control would, on

the surface appear to be another source of

conflict between professionals and business

organizations. The assumption is that

professional employees will look to the profession

and not to their business organization for

rewards. In other words, the ideals of the

profession will be more of a concern to

professionals than are the goals of the

organization.
